homes and apartments.

Crews are working full 
bore to enclose the structure before the snow flies so they will be able to 
work unhindered all winter.  If you haven’t driven by lately, do it.  You will 
be amazed at the grandeur and beauty of this, the centerpiece of our 50-acre 
campus.  Already twin-single homes are in place and mostly occupied.  The 
Village Square will finish out Delaware Run in beautiful form.

I think you will be impressed with how easily the structure fits into the 
overall site.  The apartments and restaurant are being built around (and 
over!) a lake that graces the center of campus.  Views from apartment 
windows are stunning.  We are not yet sold out, and there are a few great 
apartment locations still available.  Come and we’ll tell you all about them.

Within the past year, two have received 
perfect scores from the Ohio Department of Health, and the others all have 
earned reports well above state averages. 

Rest assured that if, as a Willow Brook resident, you require healthcare 
or rehab services, they will be available to you.

Willow Brook Village honored for student program…
Willow Brook Christian Village recently was honored by the Delaware 

Job Network for our hospitality training program for students with 
developmental disabilities.  The Village is a training site for the Delaware 
Career Center, providing students opportunities to learn job skills in 
housekeeping, dietary, laundry, and activities programming in the healthcare 
centers.  This nationally-recognized program has been successful in placing 



in permanent jobs nearly 80 percent of students completing the two-year 
program.  I am proud of our staff who work closely with students in this 
vital program.

I hope you will plan to be with us for our October Rally on the 16th at 
1:00 p.m., at Willow Brook at Delaware Run.  People have told me that one 
thing they appreciate about Willow Brook is that they don’t get a hard sell.
